For Mother's Day, in addition to the usual cards and flowers, my fellow citizens and I decided to stand up for what's most important to mothers everywhere—the welfare of their kids. Right now, climate change is accelerating at a terrifying pace, and it's our children who are going to pay the price. And I do mean our children—the children in our community. We tend to think of climate change in terms of its impact on faraway places, but we need to start thinking about how it's going to affect us right here in YOUR TOWN/CITY.

Together we created a mural that represents what matters to us most in the face of global warming. DESCRIPTION OF YOUR MURAL. We weren't alone in our efforts; over 450 events were held across the country as part of the 1Sky campaign – over 350 art parties were organized by 1Sky and over 100 Mommy Meetups and Stroller Rallies were organized by Greenpeace and True Majority.  These actions are a step towards significant federal climate change legislation by 2010. The next stop for our mural is Washington D.C.—1Sky is going to make sure that Congress literally gets the picture by delivering the hundreds of murals that were created.

Even though climate change is an enormous challenge, our event was full of hope. We truly believe that we can guide our country away from global warming and toward a sustainable economy. What we do here in our community really does make a difference, and that's enough to make any mother proud.
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
