"We don't need to destroy any more of America's precious coasts and marine life," said XXXXXlocal representative. It's time to stand up to the oil industry. It's time to move America beyond oil and into a clean energy future." 

The Hands Across the Sand events are aimed at steering America's energy policy away from its dependence on fossil fuels and towards clean energy.  The goal is to convince leaders like President Obama to abandon offshore oil drilling and adopt policies that encourage clean energy instead.

"We can't afford to waste any more time finding riskier and more expensive ways to drill for oil," said XXXXlocal person. "We should be putting our innovation to work to create a 21st century transportation system that will end our dependence on oil and protect America's coasts."
