1Sky and Clean Air Supporters Urge TARGET NAME to Protect Clean Air Act

Activists storm TARGET NAME’S district office to emphasize importance of protecting the Clean Air Act
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CITY, STATE – Volunteers and activists in CITY/REGION today “stormed” TARGET NAME’s CITY office to urge HER/HIM to fight back against Congressional efforts to gut the Clean Air Act.  

The groups pushed TARGET NAME to make a public commitment to fight to defend and uphold the Clean Air Act.  The action was part of “The Storm,” the national campaign led by 1Sky, one of the largest collaborative campaigns in the country dedicated to bold federal action on climate change, Move On, Sierra Club and other partner organizations throughout the country.

“Our representatives need to know their constituents are watching if they vote to shred the Clean Air Act -- one of the most popular and effective pieces of legislation enacted in the last 40 years,” said 1Sky Campaign Director Gillian Caldwell.  “The Clean Air Act is a key tool in the fight to stop climate change and jumpstart the clean energy economy, and it must be preserved.”   

Beginning in mid- March and continuing through Earth Day, “The Storm” is targeting specific congressional representatives and senators in districts and state across the nation.  Over 50 targeted events are planned thru the end of April.  At each event, participants will gather outside of a district office clad in raingear and umbrellas to signify the potential storms that a rapidly warming world will see if climate change is allowed to continue unchecked.  The group will then proceed inside the office to urge targeted elected officials to sign the pledge to protect the Clean Air Act. 

“When average citizens across the country are united behind one single issue, our representatives in government know they have to pay attention,” said LOCAL LEADER, AFFILIATION.  “The Clean Air Act is a cornerstone of our national energy policy.”
In 1970, Congress built the framework under which the Clean Air Act should protect Americans from new pollution threats.  In 2007, the conservative Supreme Court mandated that EPA must use that structure to decide if carbon pollution is a threat to public health and welfare.  In 2009, EPA ruled that the science argues that it is just such a threat.  

The Obama administration has been taking steps to ensure that cars and big polluters use more efficient technology to preserve our health and our air.  According to the Supreme Court, the law must also be used to crack down on the oldest and dirtiest coal plants that account for up to 40% of our global warming pollution.  

In the last year though, numerous efforts to overturn key provisions of the Clean Air Act have been instigated in Congress.  They have been led by lawmakers with extensive ties to polluting industries like Senator Lisa Murkowski (R-AK) in the Senate and Rep. Jerry Moran (R-KS).
1Sky is a collaborative national campaign for strong federal action to tackle global climate change and invest in building the clean energy economy of the future. As one of the largest national campaigns in the country, 1Sky combines the force of 545 allied organizations, 198,000 committed climate advocates, 3,800 volunteer Climate Precinct Captains covering more than 390 congressional districts in 50 states, and a team of 36 including 23  organizers in 18 states working to mobilize constituent support.
